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WHERE TIME BECOMES MEMORIES: BETWEEN BLOOM AND BECOMING
ARRIVES AT ARTITUDE GALERIA

Catherine Ong, founder of Arkateori, presents Between Bloom and Becoming
featuring her sculptural works that invite viewers to seek freedom within softly
toned, richly textured worlds. This exhibition marks the beginning of her
representation by the gallery. Coming in the wake of the group exhibition (Not
So) Silent Waters, Between Bloom and Becoming continues ARTitude Galeria's
engagement with the natural elements by bringing together two series
presented side by side: The FELT Series and The Flower Series.

A trauma-informed and certified Somatic-Art coach, Catherine Ong began
painting nineteen years ago and shifted to textural work after the passing of her
mother, where grief and memory became embedded in her surfaces. This
material and emotional language extends into Arkateori, the Kuala Lumpur-
based studio she leads, specialising in sculptural surfaces and immersive
environments. It also informs a broader practice that includes large-scale
commissions, international collaborations, and site-specific murals that have
shaped her growing visibility and reputation.

Working primarily with construction materials such as plaster and acrylic, and
using hands and brushes for tools, Catherine's work taps into the primal
undercurrents that flow through us. With a varied background that includes
fashion and interior design, Catherine crafts speciality artwork defined by folds
and drapes, echoing the craft lineage of her mother, a tailor. Each piece forms an
intentional dialogue between endurance and grace, with the void at its core
inviting viewers to embrace flaws over filling every space.

Between Bloom and Becoming invites a moment of pause and reflection. What
appears delicate is, in fact, shaped by strength, a quiet tribute to the enduring
presence of a mother’s love.
